This certificate emphasizes object-oriented programming tools to construct interactive multimedia rich websites
compatible with a variety of delivery methodologies including traditional web browsers as well as handheld
mobile devices. Areas of study may include object-oriented programming, handheld device SDKs, database
driven web solutions, and multimedia interface web presentation. Courses that complete the certificate are
noted below.
