The guided pathway includes Introduction to Philosophy, Introduction to Ethics, and Introduction to Logic. Other
courses may be recommended as substitutes, depending on the student's transfer and career plans. An
Associate of Arts (A.A.) degree in this pathway prepares a student to transfer to the University of Texas at
Dallas (UT Dallas) to earn a bachelor's degree in Philosophy that opens the door to graduate study, or to career
fields including business, law, civil service, journalism, religious service, teaching or research, marketing,
diplomacy, or healthcare management.

This is an example course sequence for students interested in pursuing Philosophy & Religion. It does not
represent a contract, nor does it guarantee course availability. Following this pathway will help you earn an A.A.
degree, which will increase your chances of transfer to bachelor's-level programs at UT Dallas. Students must
earn at least 25% of the credit hours (15 hours) required for graduation through instruction by Dallas College.
